ROTORWORD HAS BECOME ACCUSTOMED TO THESE LITTLE GAUI
HELICOPTERS OVER THE LAST YEAR OR SO, HAVING NOW BUILT AND
TESTED THE 200 V1, THE CHINOOK AND RECENTLY THE 200 V2, SO WHAT
EXACTLY IS THE 200 V2 SUPER COMBO? RICHARD BUDD FINDS OUT...

Comboisa

pre-built 200V2,

but arrives in a

nice display/carry
case and comes

not only with the servos, gyro and
LiPo, but also comes with quite a

comprehensive supply of spares. Also

worthy of note is that the canopy
supplied is a very nicely finished

CanoMod example. In fact, all you

need to complete and get this
littfle chopper flying is a transmitter,

The Gaui 200 V2 Pro Super Combo comes supplied
fully built and almost ready to fly in a nice case
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receiver and a suitable charger.

READY ASSEMBLED

As previously mentioned, the
helicopter comes ready assembled
almost ready to fly (ARTF), but there
is still a little work tfo do before the

test flight (for a detailed build article,

just refer back the 200V2 review in
issue 48). In this case it is to fit the
servos, gyro and speed confroller.
The servos are kindly labelled and
are retained with two self-tapping
screws into the frame and the tail

servo is attached to the boom
clamp. After fitting the balls to

the servo arms, the linkages were
made to the length specified in the
instructions and the pre-made tail
pushrod can be attached. The 18
amp speed controller was fitted to
the top left frame which allowed
a tidy run for the battery lead. The
supplied 2S 800mAh LiPo has to

be fastened to the CNC mounting
plate (I used double-sided Velcro
as well as a Velcro strap). The
receiver, in my case a Spekfrum

The servos are also supplied and just require fitting
and setting up. A 2S 800mANh LiPo is also supplied

AR6100e, was fitted to the lower
plate along with the gyro which
can be mounted directly below the
mainshaft.

It was reasonably easy to create
a tidy wiring loom, and a check
showed that the heli had a slightly
rearward C of G. Setting up the heli
was easy enough and exactly as
per the previously reviewed Gaui
200V2.

The throftle and pitch curves
were set according to the
instructions as follows:

The Gaui GU-210 heading lock gyro us also
supplied together with a handy pitch gauge
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As we’ve come to expect from Gaui the rotorhead
and all machined parts are top quality

of the box, just needs a few electrics fitted

The 5600Kv brushless motor is supplied and already
fitted in the helicopter which saves a fiddly job

The belt-driven tail also features plenty of machined
alloy components and a carbon tail fin

The Gaui brushless speed controller is also supplied The supp
with the model and seems to work well

d carbon fibre pitch gauge in use and
getting the little model setup for flight

Althought this is only a small model it is still just
about possible to get everything neatly plumbed in

DESIGN FEATURES

As this helicopter was pre-built with
the shorter flybar (longer flybar and
alternative flybar weights supplied
in the included spares pack) and
with using the heavier moulded
main blades, the initial test hover
was a real anti climax. For such a
little model, the Gaui 200 Super
Combo really hovers nicely and
inspires confidence. With the heavy
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main blades and short flybar with full
weights, this would make an ideal
tyro machine.

| took the opportunity in changing
the flybar, weights and blades for
some more fests and found that
| much preferred the helicopter
with the longer flybar, the 1/2 fiybar
weights and the red/white carbon
blades. The machine still retained
the hovering stability, but was far

Current
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Once everything is in the heli it does tend to have a
slightly rearward biased centre of gravity (C of G)

more manoeuvrable. Backyard 3D
was now not just a possibility but was
a pleasure. This harder flying style
did show however that although the
supplied Gaui gyro was perfectly
capable of holding the tail in normal
sport flying, if 3D is more your thing,
then a better gyro is preferable.

FLIGHT TEST
In order to test the machine (well
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With the good looking canopy fitted the little heli is
ready to be set up and taken for its first flight

it was as a good of an excuse as |
could think of!) | femporarily fitted
the CSM 720 gyro and Hitec 5084
tail servo of the recently reviewed
200V2. This showed that there was
no lack of tail power on the Gaui
200 Super Combo and the tail held
through all the manoeuvres that

| could do. | should point out that
this machine is quite nippy, and
being small in stature, it can easily
get away from you and make
orientation difficult. All the outdoor
flying shots were taken on a single 7
minute flight in my back garden on
a bright but slightly breezy day. Such
was the good natfured handling of
this heli that my tfame heli pilot (| was
on the camera) who was a club
mate who was actually helping me
rebuild a garden wall, was confident
enough to land the helicopter
across a single brick on his first flight.

THE VERDICT...

In conclusion, this little Gaui
200V2 Super Combo is a gem of
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a helicopter, and | really enjoy
flying this model both indoors and
outdoors (yes, | have flown and
3D’d this heli in 10mph winds). To
me, the only let down is the gyro,
which although perfectly suitable for
training and sport flying, is not quite
up to the rigors of a hard 3D flight.
Although | will be handing this
machine back to its owner, | will be
fitting a Canomod canopy to my
own V2 along with the Gaui carbon
blades which really do improve the
handling of any 200 class heli. =
